Dear Mr. Gowers: 

 

This monthly report was prepared on behalf of Ford Motor Company (Ford) to 

summarize the activities conducted at the Ringwood Mines/Landfill Site during April 

2010.  Activities are proceeding in accordance with work plans that have been 

approved by the USEPA and NJDEP, and under the oversight of the US Army Corps 

of Engineers (USACOE).   

 

Activities Performed During This Period 

  

The following activities were completed during this period:   

 

Site Investigation 

 

 ARCADIS began installation of Zone Isolation Sampling Technology (ZIST) 

systems within existing open hole bedrock wells at the Site; and 

 

 ARCADIS performed down-hole video within the Cannon Mine Shaft on April 

22
nd

 and 23
rd

.  

 

Removal Operations 

 

 Backfill, grading, topsoil placement, and hydro-seeding were completed 

within paint sludge removal area SR-3.  ARCADIS also completed the 

construction of stream channels and pools, and performed other landscaping 

activities associated with wetland mitigation activities at this location; 

 

 Backfill, grading, topsoil placement and hydro-seeding were completed 

within paint sludge removal area SR-4.  ARCADIS also completed 

landscaping and the placement of boulders and logs associated with wetland 

mitigation activities at this location; 

 

 

 Backfill, grading, topsoil placement and hydro-seeding were completed 

within paint sludge removal area SR-7 During April.  ARCADIS also 
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completed landscaping, and the placement of boulders and logs associated 

with wetland mitigation activities at this location; and 

  

 Targeted paint sludge removal activities were completed within the former 

O’Connor Disposal Area during March.  As of April 30, approximately 1,900 

tons of paint sludge had been excavated and removed from this area for 

offsite disposal. 

  

Restoration Activities 

 

 ARCADIS received a letter on April 30, 2010 from the NJDEP Bureau of 

Land Use approving proposed mitigation plans for former paint sludge 

removal areas SR-3, -4, and -7.  The letter also approves the discontinuation 

of mitigation monitoring within previously mitigated areas SR-1, -2, and -11.  

Approval to discontinue mitigation monitoring within the PSEG right of way 

within SR-9 was also granted.

 ARCADIS submitted a Technical Memorandum to the USEPA on April 1, 

2010 requesting approval to backfill and restore the lower portion of former 

paint sludge removal area SR-3; 

 

 ARCADIS submitted a Technical Memorandum to the USEPA on April 1, 

2010 requesting approval to backfill and restore areas of former paint sludge 

removal area SR-7 located outside of the soil stockpile and scrape area; 

 

 ARCADIS submitted responses to the USEPA on April 2, 2010 regarding the 

Agency’s February 25, 2010 comment letter regarding the draft Human 

Health Risk Assessment Exposure Scenarios and Assumptions 

Memorandum; 

 

 ARCADIS submitted a Technical Memorandum to the USEPA on April 20, 

2010 requesting approval to bring in clean soil from a local offsite source;

 ARCADIS submitted a presentation to the USEPA on April 27, 2010 outlining 

photographically the progress made during targeted removal activities 

conducted during the period from January through April 2010.
