Removal Operations
SR-6
Installed vibration monitoring points at three locations in the vicinity of this
area and along Van Dunk Lane on July 16 and 17 pursuant to the approved
Paint Sludge and Drum Remnant Removal Work Plan, and began erosion
and sediment control and clearing activities within the lower portion of this
area the following week.
SR-7

Installed a vibratory screen separator, and segregated an approximately 300-
cubic yard pile of waste mine rock and mine tailings to confirm the absence
of paint sludge.

Established 10' x 10’ grid areas within the remainder of the SR-7 excavation
areawith pin flags, and completed the visua inspection of the excavated area
for surficial paint udge as requested by the USEPA. Work within this area
was overseen by the USACE representative; and



Loaded out 7 truck loads (approximately 150 tons) of non-hazardous debris,
soil and tires removed from the SR-4, SR-9, SR-10 and SR-11 areas for
transportation to the Veolia-Greentree Landfill in Pennsylvania.

Air monitoring was continued during all removal and investigation activities
in accordance with the approved Site Health and Safety Plan and addendums.
